
 

 TERMS and CONDITIONS 

• 1. Absolutely NO alcohol and meat at the festival premises 

• 2.  HTCS or the organizing committee is not responsible for loss, theft or damage to the Vendor’s property.  Vendors must take full responsibility and carry enough liability insurance 

                to protect their    property.  Each vendor is responsible for bringing in and taking out their property/merchandise.   

• 3.  Sharing of booths is not permitted.  All vendors must restrict their business operations to their assigned stall.  Displaying of and/or placing the material outside the assigned  

•      stall is not   permitted. 

• 4.  Management reserves the right to reject an application for a stall without cause. 

• 5.  Sale of  items/merchandise not listed in the vendor application form and approved by the management, is not allowed.  

• 6.  Management reserves the right to cancel the festival.  If canceled by the management, all proceeds collected will be refunded. 

• 7.  Full refund for cancellation of stalls will be given with a written notification postmarked one month prior to the date of the festival.   

•      No refunds for cancellations after this dead-line date.  There is no rain date for the festival.  It will be held as scheduled.   

• 8.  Non-profit organizations should submit the proof of such status along with the Vendor application. 

• 9.  Distribution of fliers is allowed only in front of their own stall. No 3rd party fliers and the fliers not related to the festival  are  allowed. 

• 10.  Food vendors, at their own expense, must also obtain “Health Certificate permit” and “Cooking Permit” from Somerset County, Franklin Township.   

•        Food vendors with non-cooked items, such as ice cream, must obtain, at their own expense, “Health Permit” from Somerset County, Franklin Township.  

•       All food vendors must display item prices legibly. 

• 11. Commercial use of Photography/videography of the festival content is not allowed.   

• 12.  Rides are for children under the age of 12.  Management is not responsible for safety and behavior of their children during the festival. 

• 13.  For additional Electrical outlets, additional lighting and internet connections, vendors are requested to directly contact Garden State Exhibit Center.     Additional charges  

•       would apply   and must be paid directly to GSE Center. 

• 14.  Banners submitted for hanging must have ring holes for hanging.  

• 15.  Additional terms and conditions of Garden State Exhibit Center apply. 

• 16.  Views expressed at the festival either by individuals or politicians do not represent  the views of the Management. 

• 17.  Parking is free. Parking lots and gates are managed by security guards.  Franklin Township police officer will be present  on-site during the festival hours. 

• 18.  Corporate sponsors can avail of, if they wish, an Ad in the Souvenir, recognition on the stage, Banner (up to 18 sq ft).  

• 19.  All advertisement material for Souvenir must be submitted in “photo-ready” format. 

• 20.  All payments must be completed prior to occupancy of the stalls.  After July 3rd , 2015, all payments will be accepted only by cash, certified check, credit card, or  

•        money   order.

 22.  Vendors can set-up stalls on Friday from 2pm to 6pm and Saturday from 7:30am to 10 am. Sunday open 8 am for Vendors.

                  an  agency is given an ‘exclusive’ status.   Exclusive status means only one vendor is given an opportunity to participate and all other vendors of similar or identical
